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2020 Year in Review

2020 was quite the year at the Humane Society. Just like everyone else, we had to adapt to a “new
normal”. We shut down our spay/neuter clinic for a period of time, and operated by appointment only to
visit animals, buy dog licenses, surrender pets, etc. Despite the pandemig, it did not slow down the
Humane Society’s ability to help the homeless animals of Hancock County.

We had a case of nearly 50 dogs that were removed from a home near Findlay. This was the largest of the
hoarding cases this year. The dogs were under-socialized; they didn’t know how to walk on a leash,
weren’t potty-trained, didn’t trust many humans, and overall - they needed to learn how to be dogs. Over
the duration of their stay, “the 50” have made remarkable leaps and bounds! All but two (Oliver & Bub)
have been adopted. We know the perfect families are out there for the remaining gentlemen. In the
meantime, they will be able to call the Humane Society their home.

The spay & neuter clinic saw many patients coming from areas outside of Hancock County including
Lima, Kenton, and Bloomdale; demonstrating the continued need for access to high-quality, low-cost
spay/neuter services in the area. Even with being shut down for a few months, we were able to spay and

neuter 959 dogs/cats in 2020.

The Maxwell Meyers Memorial Golf Classic & Mutt Strut was a huge success in 2020! We had our first
ever hole-in-one winner; Eric Stacy. Let your golf buddies know the 2021 Golf Classic will be held in early

May 2021 at Sycamore Springs.

We are grateful for the generosity the community showed us with annual giving, wish list donations &
support during a difficult time. Our next year’s project is to repair and refresh our facility as it is now 30
years old and showing his age. It is our goal to be an integral part of our community and continue to gain
the support needed to serve the animals that are in our care.
